perspective of life so that it can be replaced with the mind of Christ.
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Even at the young age of twelve, Jesus sat in the temple listening to the teachers and asking them questions; “And all
who heard him were amazed at his understanding.”

The third discipline is prayer. Prayer seems simpler than fasting, but prayer is an area that we can continue to grow in.
Jesus taught his disciples to pray using the Lord’s prayer. He rose early in the morning to go away to a quiet place and
pray. He went up the mountain and spent the whole night praying. When we are young our prayers are simple, but as we
grow in prayer, we can begin to understand the mind and the heart of God. We can learn how to pour out our hearts to
the One who loves hearing His children talk with Him.

Second is meditation. A spiritual discipline of meditation emphasizes filling your mind with God’'s Word and allowing it
time to sink in. God’'s Word will wash out our self-centered perspective of life so that it can be replaced with the mind of
Christ. Even at the young age of twelve, Jesus sat in the temple listening to the teachers and asking them questions; “And
all who heard him were amazed at his understanding.”

Fourth is worship. We often perceive worship as an hour on Sunday morning where we join as a congregation to sing and
praise God. Worship can be and is much more than that. Jesus told the woman at the well, “The hour is coming, and is
now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to
worship Him.” True worship becomes a part of all of life. Every time we give worth to the Lord, every time we praise Him
for who He is, and every time our actions are done for the Lord, it is worship.

Fifth is silence. Silence is rare in a world filled with noise, music, people, and so many devices. We constantly have
messages coming at us. Filtering through those messages to find the ones that are most important can be exhausting. At
the same time, we become so accustomed to constant sound that we struggle to just pause and listen to the Lord. | find
that the early morning hours are one of the best times to just stop and let the Lord speak back to me through His Word.

The last one is serving. We can easily perceive serving as less spiritual, but Jesus knelt and washed His disciple’s feet.
When He did, He taught them more in that one action than if He had used many words. Jesus also said, “"Whoever gives
one of these little ones even a cup of cold water because he is a disciple,.. will by no means lose his reward.”

We need to continue to grow in these areas. When we practice them, they will strengthen our spiritual life. They will not
make us more pleasing to God, only Jesus can do that, but they will help us grow in Christ and reflect Him to others. |
